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Happy Birthday
Dayton PFLAG is 20!

In 1989, a few individuals gathered in a support group at
Sinclair Community College. They were parents and
friends of gays and lesbhians, and they met to talk about
what that meant for them, their families, and their
community. That small group endured and prospered and
ultimately became PFLAG Dayton.

Although the names of all who attended at the beginning
have been lost, charter members included Willa and
Meredith Dallas of Yellow Springs, Mickey Adams, and
Barb Lotney, who is still an active member of PFLAG
Dayton.

Their meetings were modeled on a fledgling national
organization called PFLAG. Association with national
PFLAG was a casual arrangement in the early years, but
eventually, as both PFLAG national and PFLAG Dayton
became more professional, a formal affiliation process
designated this local group in Dayton, Ohio, as one of the
official PFLAG chapters in the country.

With strong leadership throughout the years by board
members and officers and with over 100 memberships
annually, PFLAG Dayton has developed into one of
national PFLAG’s premiere chapters. Three vibrant
programs that continue to contribute to PFLAG Dayton’s
stellar reputation are the Safe Schools Team, Speakers
Bureau and Youth First (formerly YouthQuest), a group
for GLBT and questioning teens and their allies.

Membership Renewal Time

Celebrate PFLAG Dayton’s 20th birthday by becoming a
new or renewing member. Dues for the 2009-2010 fiscal
year are to be paid before October 1st. Members who
joined in July or August will get credit for 2009-10. All
others need to join or renew before the October deadline.
Dues are as follows: Single membership -- $30,
Household -- $40, Student/Special Circumstances -- $15.

Each PFLAG Dayton membership includes $15 that goes
to the national organization, enabling each person to
automatically be both a local and a national PFLAG
member.

What do you get for your $15 national PFLAG
membership? Benefits from national membership come

primarily in the form of assistance for the local chapter.

® Each chapter gets its 501(c)3 non-profit status and use of
the name and logo by virtue of being affiliated with the
national organization.

® Chapter leaders get information, training and advice from
the national staff.

® Brochures such as Be Yourself, Our Sons and
Daughters, and Our Trans Children are available at a
very reduced cost to chapters.

® State, regional and national conferences help chapters
network and learn from each other. When PFLAG
national personnel travel to these events, there is never a
charge to the chapters.

® Maintain the national PFLAG website which can link
searchers to local chapters. This is a primary way people
find their way to PFLAG Dayton information.

® Assist chapters with getting out information on GLBT
news, issues, legislation to their email lists. The majority
of such emails sent by PFLAG Dayton originate from the
national office.

The biggest benefit we all get from our national affiliation is
the PFLAG voice on the national stage. National staff lobby
federal officials, give interviews to national media, and
partner with other GLBT supportive organizations to work
for positive change for our GLBT loved ones.

What do you get for the local portion of your PFLAG
membership? Check out Living the PFLAG Mission in
Dayton, Ohio on page 3 to learn what PFLAG Dayton is
doing. All local PFLAG board members and committee
chairs are volunteers, so your dues are used 100% for the
work of PFLAG. A significant amount of funds go for
printed materials for PFLAG, Youth First and Safe Space.
Fundraisers help with funding PFLAG scholarships, but they
don’t cover the entire cost. There are also expenses for
maintaining our website and telephone helpline.

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Living the PFLAG Mission
in Dayton, Ohio

Each PFLAG Dayton newsletter includes, on the fourth
page, the PFLAG mission statement. That statement is
the same for the national PFLAG organization and for
chapters across the country, including Dayton.

The president also reads the mission statement at the start
of each PFLAG Dayton meeting. Perhaps familiarity over
time has resulted in PFLAG members and supporters
giving little thought to what the words mean and to how
they are practiced by Dayton’s PFLAG chapter. Below is
an explanation of some of the many ways PFLAG Dayton
lives out the mission.

PFLAG promotes the health and well-being of gay,
lesbian, bisexual and transgendered persons, their
families and friends through:

ADVOCACY to end discrimination and secure
equal civil rights. Many PFLAG Dayton board and
chapter members write, email or phone state and federal
officials to urge passage of GLBT-supportive legislation.
Additionally, they travel to Columbus each May, as part of
Equality Ohio’s Lobby Day, to do the same in person with
Ohio state senators, representatives and their aides.

Everyone on the PFLAG Dayton email list receives
information about Lobby Day and are notified when bills
are coming up for votes. They are given information on
how to contact public officials and talking points to use in
those contacts.

Many Dayton PFLAGers submit letters to the editor of the
Dayton Daily News whenever a GLBT-related story needs
to be either emphasized or refuted.

PFLAG Dayton does a lot of educating. Our strong
Speakers Bureau, chaired by Fred Moore, goes to area
colleges, businesses, medical facilities, and churches to
educate about PFLAG and GLBT issues in general. Fred

PFLAG presents two $2000 scholarships annually, one to a
GLBT student and one to a straight ally. Scholarship
information and applications are available on the PFLAG
Dayton website at the beginning of each calendar year.

The Safe Space Team, chaired, by Kim Peters has a more
specific educational mission. They go into
area schools to train administrators, faculty,
or school nurses on how to ensure that their
schools are safe environments for all
students, including GLBT students. One
exciting recent development is the opportunity for Safe
Space personnel to speak directly to students in assemblies.

SUPPORT to cope with an adverse society. Offering
support was PFLAG’s original goal, and it continues to be an
important component of what PFLAG does. Whether parents
have just learned they have a gay, lesbian, bisexual or
transgender child or whether a long-time PFLAG member
needs to talk through a relationship, faith or work concern
related to GLBT issues, each PFLAG meeting offers a peer
support group. While support group facilitators are not
professional counselors, all have received training from a
professional counselor.

People can access PFLAG support in two additional ways --
by email or phone. The telephone help line provides phone
numbers of three PFLAG moms, who are available to offer
support or answer questions.

Dayton area GLBT and questioning youth and their allies are
served by Youth First, Greater Dayton.
Formerly YouthQuest, this revitalized
support group for teens is sponsored by
PFLAG Dayton. They meet weekly at
Christ Episcopal Church in Dayton under
the direction of dynamic, qualified advisors. Their focus
includes education, discussion and lots of fun activities.
